Feature reader:
Leslee-Anne and ‘Make Hay While the Sun Shines’

Leslee-Anne is attempting a 50,000 word story for children. She’s basing it on one of our
previous exercises following the adventures of Mrs Tibbits the rabbit and her family. Today she
read from chapters 1 and 4 of the book in progress.

Critique:

There were many comments that it was a very charming story that took us all back to childhood.
It has beautiful detailed imagery and you can see the development of the characters from chapter
1 to chapter 4. The sounds evoked build a very realistic picture. There were a few comments that
Leslee-Anne should make sure the animals are credible though i.e. that they act as they would in
their real environments. At the moment they seem a bit too human perhaps and could use a little
more description about how the animals act i.e. how do the rabbits act differently to the rats?
Overall though, it was very enthralling with beautiful descriptions and humour.

For anyone who wasn’t able to make the last meeting, I’ve attached Leslee-Anne’s reading. Feel
free to read and get back to her with any comments via email.

Additional Readers:

Rosemary read from her story of a World War 2 Tivoli show girl with action from start to finish
and interesting character development. Dawn went next reading from her novel in progress
‘Chalk Marks on the Floor’ following Violet, an immigrant from England in her first year out of
Teachers college at an outback Queensland school. It was a lovely story with a very strong main
character. Hazel followed with an excerpt of her memoirs; ‘See No Evil: A Story of a War Child’
that didn’t leave a dry eye in the house. It was very powerful and built lots of tension. Chip was
next with a crime story entitled either ‘Beyond the Twist’ or ‘The Final Touch’; a horrifying short
piece about unassisted suicide. Jeff finished with ‘Napoleon’s Cogitations’ following Napoleon
as he decided where to position his next battle. There was praise all around with this one
including comments that it’s one of the best pieces he’s ever presented. Well done Jeff.

Next Meeting’s exercise: Write a humourous piece based on the photo prompt from Chip that
Bev sent out earlier in the week (a picture of two swings in a park).
